MHES has a School Advisory Council that is comprised of school administrators, teachers, parents and community stakeholders.  This council meets to discuss various activities that are conducted at our school, and to help in the facilitation of those activities.  Each meeting has an agenda, sign-in sheet and minutes are recorded.  Budget reports are printed out for each meeting and shared with the council members.  All council members are encouraged to give their input on the various activities conducted at the school, including all Title I programs.  The input from parents is discussed at the meeting and recorded as part of the meeting minutes.  This council meets a minimum of once every nine weeks.  Meeting dates and times are set in advance and reminders are given to each council member the week of the scheduled meeting.  This council is open to anyone.  Anyone who is unable to attend a meeting, but would like to voice their input may fill out a comment card located in our Parent Resource Room and their input will be discussed at the next meeting.
Additionally, all parents of each child will be invited to the Title I Annual Parent Night which takes place at the beginning of the year, will receive Climate Surveys to complete mid-year and Parent Involvement Surveys to complete near the end of the school year.

	One of our bilingual teachers will conduct evening classes for parents with limited or no English language skills. Parents will be allowed to use some of our Rosetta Stone user licenses to help learn the English Language so the parent can become more involved with their child’s academic progress.

The Assistant Principal will collaborate with grade level teachers on the “key concepts” being taught that month, and then provide various workshops to the parents showing how they can implement those concepts into their daily routines.

Parents are always welcomed at MHES.  Parents may meet with teachers during their planning period each school day, or telephone the teacher during the teachers planning period.  Parents who wish to speak with a teacher must sign-in first at the front office and receive a visitor’s badge.  Upon signing-in, the parent must indicate where they are going.  In addition, MHES will offer four Open Houses (1 each 9 weeks) where parents can meet with teachers to discuss student growth.  The Open Houses will take place during the evening, from 5:00pm until 7:00pm.  Lastly, the teacher workday concludes at 3:15pm.  Teachers are available for parent meetings after school if a parent is unable to make it to the school during a teachers planning period or for the Open Houses.  Transportation is available upon request for those parents who cannot travel to the school.
The “How Can I Help?” Workshops will take place in the evenings and afternoons.  Notices, translated in English and Spanish, will go home in student backpacks, as well as be posted on the school calendar.  Additionally, Connect Ed phone calls will go home to the parents to remind them of the workshops.  Parents who have difficulty finding child care can bring their child to the school, and a staff member will be available to watch their child.  
School Advisory meetings will rotate between evening meeting times and afternoon meeting times. Meeting dates and times will be posted on the School Calendar, and phone calls will be made to remind parents of the meetings.
